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Participant Qualifications

Qualified participants must be currently enrolled in a nationally recognized partner 

university, have a good academic record and an intermediate level or above in English 

proficiency.

Visa Requirements

A J-1 visa is required to participate in this program. When students fill out the program 

application, they will be required to complete the DS2019 form as well – which will lead 

to a travel visa. The necessary forms are available on our website.
